Dear Patron,  

Some of you may have heard by now that the Gainesville Library, which was dedicated in 1970, is in the early 

stages of a renovation and expansion.  This branch, which is 30,000 square feet and acts as the Headquarters 

for library services in Hall County, has seen two renovation projects but no added square feet since its opening 

more than three decades ago.  We hope to change that over the next 2 -3 years by adding additional space for 

critical library services.   Some of the needs we have identified thus far include:  

A larger meeting room for library programs and community use  

More room for youth services and programs including a dedicated storytime room and expanded teen area  

Private study rooms for public use  

More efficient public computer space  

A more secure area for genealogy and local history  

 

Currently the library has $1.5 million in local SPLOST funds and impact fees to put toward this project.  We hope 

that this yearôs state General Assembly will approve a grant we have submitted for an additional $2 million, 

which would truly make this an exceptional project for our community.
